Chair's report to the Annual Parish Meeting and the High Kelling Parish Council May 2023

Again, another busy year for the Parish Council, meeting every other month with the Parish Plan Group meeting the months in between. Villagers have been encouraged to attend and participate in the appropriate part of the meetings.

During the financial year we have continued to address issues around the A148 and Bridge Rd in an effort to improve road safety.
The Parish Council completed the purchase of the redundant phone box adjacent to the Village Store/Post Office, had the defibrillator fitted and commissioned. It was almost immediately successfully called into action. [image: image2.jpg]


Thanks go to the late High Kelling Society and NNDC's Sustainable Communities Fund for contributing towards the cost.
June 2022 saw the Parish Council led and financially supported celebration of the late HRH Queen Elizabeth Il Platinum Jubilee, including a superb showcasing of villagers' arts and crafts talents and very popular Hog Roast, Afternoon Tea Party, all hosted by the Village Hall and the Bramblewood Open Garden. Commemorative trees were planted on the area around the village sign with a specially commissioned bench opposite. All captured for posterity on film and in the August edition of the Parish Chronicle. Sadly, our Queen passed away in September and the village expressed their condolences in our Book of Remembrance. Cllr Maureen Pearman with others from the Village Hall, Church and residents put very many hours of work into making the celebrations the success they were.
The Coronation of King Charles Il l was very successfully celebrated by the Big

(Buffet) Lunch this May, attended by over 80 and the Big Help Out Village Litter Pick and thank you to those that volunteer in village activities, to which around 50 attended. Again, very successful events.
As part of the commitment to better engage with villagers the Parish Council's Open Day on 18th October 2022 gave everyone an opportunity to listen to presentations from NNDC and NCC representatives and discuss planning and environmental issues as they affect the village. Cllr Duncan Henderson took over as editor of the High Kelling Parish Chronicle, building on the excellent work of Susan Ruru and latterly Susan Rutherford. Under his stewardship it has continued to go from strength to strength.

The October issue of the Parish Chronicle announced the launch of collection of food, household items and toiletries to support the work of the Treehouse Community Fridge based in Holt, which supports those in need in our area. Villagers have been most generous in their donations and weekly box loads of items are delivered to their volunteer run Café in Charles Rd, Holt. Donation points are at both the Village Hall and The Village Store.

Throughout the year the Parish Council has considered and commented on planning applications, recognising the wish by owners to improve and modernise homes in the village whilst seeking to protect the character and environment of the village which makes it such a great place to live. Areas for improvement have been identified which funding could potentially be sought from developers of the several larger plots of land in the village.

When preparing the parish precept, that is the sum the Parish Council wishes to raise to meet the cost of its functioning and services, regrettably it was concluded that a substantial percentage increase was necessary. This was no easy decision and it was not unanimous. However, it should provide for all anticipated expenses and sufficient reserves to meet any potential contingency.

Cllr John Mangan ably led on issues around off shore windfarms and their potential impact oh the Area of Outstanding Natural Beauty. Cllr Patrick Kelly has equally led on High Kelling becoming a greener village, early but encouraging days. As Vice-Chair Cllr Gordon Lane provided his considerable knowledge and skills to the work of the Parish Council whilst also rolling up his leaves to clear vegetation and paths when required. Cllr Jan Kempnntinued to provide background to matters affecting the village.

All-in-all 2022-23 has been a very busy time for the Parish Council. A number of Parish Councillors including myself have not sought re-election for 2023-24 but six of the nine places have been filled. It may well be that the Parish Council will, as in previous years, seek to co-opt to the remaining three places.

May I say on behalf of the Councillors who have stood down that it has been a privilege serving on behalf of High Kelling.
